Finding Balcombe – Parking, Registration and Assembly at Grid Reference 323292, 6km south of M23 Junction 10A and 1.5km from Balcombe Station (services every hour on Sundays).  Signed from B2036 through Balcombe Village (please respect the speed limit).

Terrain – Highly varied and runnable forest with crags, boulders, pheasant pens, open fields and an old pleasure garden sloping down to Ardingly Reservoir.  Fine views are promised from the Assembly Area and all courses will have at least one spectator control.
Barbecue – Everyone is encouraged to bring their own barbecue, food and drink for an al fresco party after the event.  A free bottle of wine will be provided for each four person (or more) barbecue.  Please indicate if you are bringing one on the entry form.
Relay classes – Similar to previous years with 3 classes for teams of 3 runners.  Only SEOA clubs eligible for trophies.  Please will the existing holders return them to the organisers at the event.
