Dorking Street Score Event

Tuesday 29th July 2008

Event Base:
Friends Provident Sports & Social Club, Dorking. Free parking, free access to changing rooms with toilets and hot showers, cheap bar. OS Grid Reference TQ172506.

Directions:
By car, navigate to the “vineyard” roundabout on the A24 on the northern edge of Dorking. Turn east (away from the vineyard), then take the first right into Friends Provident. Note the social club building off to your left, but follow the road ahead to reach a car park barrier. Press the button in the pillar, announce yourself as coming to the orienteering event at the social club, and once the barrier rises, park in any marked space. Do not park on access roads before the barrier or the organiser will be shot.
From Dorking station (trains from Victoria, Waterloo, Wimbledon, Sutton, Epsom & Horsham), turn sharp left through the trackside car park to reach a bridge, go under the railway, and keep left to reach the back entrance to the Friends Provident car park, then ahead through the grounds keeping right to reach the social club building 100m east of the main office.

From Dorking Deepdene station (trains from Reading, Guildford, Redhill & Gatwick), turn right along the main road, first right into Lincoln Road, ahead to a railway bridge, then as above.

Event format:
A “back-to-basics” event with no punching. You get given a map with “controls” marked, and a question sheet with space for answers. The answer should be obvious when you have reached the control site, write it down to show you have been there. It's a one hour score event, which means no set course and you don't have to visit all the controls. You choose your own route, get points for each control visited, and lose points if you take more than an hour to reach the finish.

The Area:
The streets, alleys, footpaths and parks of Dorking. Your route is likely to be about 80% tarmac, with some unsurfaced footpaths and mown grass. Some busy roads, cross safely even if it means losing time!

The Map:
1:10,000, updated and slightly extended for this event. Simplified form of normal O-map, similar to the maps used for the SLOW winter evening street series, but in colour and with 5m contours.

Equipment:
The organiser will provide nothing beyond the map and the question sheet, which may be printed on a line-printer (so the ink will run if damp or sweaty). You MUST bring your own plastic bag(s) and pen(s). Shorts fine, gaiters not needed.

Cost:
FREE, although the organiser would appreciate someone buying him a beer  :-)

Start times:
18:30 – 20:00, late starters may be handicapped by darkness.

Afterwards:
Social Club bar! No food on sale, but take-aways may be delivered (menus available).

Dogs:
Sorry, no dogs.

Results:
Available on the MV website (www.mvoc.org) as soon as possible after the event.
