Event centre – Car parking, registration & facilities at Holmbush Farm off the A264 between Horsham 
and Crawley, Grid Reference TQ229343.  Car park charge £1.  Please share transport where possible.  
Faygate Station 1km.  Toilets & squash are available. 
 

Registration - Entry on the day.  From 10am till noon.  Seniors £7. Under 18s and full time students £3.  
There is a £2 discount for senior National British Orienteering and SEOA members (your card may be 
requested).  SI electronic punching will be used.  SI dibbers available for hire from registration for £1 
 

Maps – Newly surveyed by Roger Maher, 1:10000 scale, overprinted and waterproof.  All courses will 
use Holmbush Forest and Buchan Country Park.  The Black and Brown courses will use St Leonard’s 
Forest and the maps for these courses will be printed back to back.  Please take care crossing the roads 
on these courses which carry fast moving traffic.  Control descriptions will NOT be on the map.  Loose 
descriptions for all courses will be available from Registration. 
 

Courses – Black, Brown, Blue, Green, Light Green, Red, Orange, Yellow, White. No string course.  The 
Black course is 13.6km. 
 

Starts - 10.30 to 12.30.  Courses close at 14.30.  The Start and Finish are around 800m from the Event 
Centre.  You may leave clothes near the Start at your own risk.
