Holmbush and Buchan Country Park 

Car Parking: Enter via the entrances to Holmbush Farm, which is brown (tourist) signed in both 
directions along the A264 Crawley-Horsham Road (J11 M23).  

GR TQ227344, heading West or GR TQ228345, heading East. Sat Nav – RH12 4SE 

Parking is on the Farm Park Visitors Car Park – sound hard standing. 

Public Transport: Buses run past the site – check with travelinesoutheast.org.uk : 

200 from Horsham Station (Stop K) to Holmbush Farm – 5 minutes before the hour, 50 
minute journey. 

10 from Crawley Bus Station (Stand A) to Bewbush (Dorsten Sq), then 200 to Faygate 
Roundabout – 9:07, 10.07 & 10:58 , 40 minute journey including change of buses
